TRAINING & YOUTH BAND RULES
1. School/Youth Bands can compete in the Youth Section at Association contests on receipt of a declaration from the band’s administration, stating that all players are under nineteen years of age on the day of the contest.  Any of those members who regularly assist Senior Bands may register and also play with that Senior Band at Association contests.

2. School/Youth Bands wishing to play in other sections must be registered nationally.

3. Youth Bands will be required to fill in a signature sheet (with signed signatures) and be under the age of 19 years on the day of the contest. Training Bands will be required to fill in a signature sheet (with signed signatures). 
4. There will be no age limit on players in a competing Training Band.

5. No more than six Trainers to play in a competing Training Band. 

6. Youth and Training Bands may have up to a maximum of 35 players. 

7. A Band which enters both the Youth & Training Sections may use the same Players to form Bands in both Youth & Training Sections.  No Player may play for another Band in Youth or Training Sections on the contest day.  Players in Youth Bands may play in Training Bands.  (No restrictions) 
8. No solos are to be played by Trainers (they must be restricted to a secondary role within the Band)

9. Each competing Training/School or Youth Band must notify the Registration desk of its youngest player on the day of the contest.

10. Each competing Training/School or Youth Band must supply a copy of the score of the chosen test piece or arrangement on the day of the contests.
11. If an organisation enters a Youth and Training Band then each band must play a different   programme
